
The Millennial Reign of Christ (Psalm 2, Rev 21)

Re 11:15  And the seventh angel sounded; and there 
were great voices in heaven, saying, The kingdoms of 
this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and 
of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever and ever.

The Kingdoms of this world  will be given to Christ!
The First ADAM: Ge 1:26 ¶  And God said, Let us 
make man in our image, after our likeness: and let 
them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over 
the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the 
earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon 
the earth.... 28  and replenish the earth, and subdue it: 
and have dominion over...

The Second ADAM: Ro 5:14  Nevertheless death 
reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had 
not sinned after the similitude of Adam’s transgression, 
who is the figure of him that was to come.
1Co 15:22  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ 
shall all be made alive.
1Co 15:45  And so it is written, The first man Adam 
was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a 
quickening spirit.

Mankind to be governed: Ge 9:6  Whoso sheddeth 
man’s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the 
image of God made he man.  i.e. Dispensation of 
human government.

Israel was to govern the world from the promised land: 
Ex 3:8  And I am come down to deliver them out of the 
hand of the Egyptians, and to bring them up out of that 
land unto a good land and a large, unto a land flowing 
with milk and honey; unto the place of the Canaanites, 
and the Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, 
and the Hivites, and the Jebusites.

Christ, the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, will sit on the 
throne of David in the Holy hills of Zion: 2Sa 7:16  
And thine house and thy kingdom shall be established 
for ever before thee: thy throne shall be established for 
ever.

***Rev 11:15  And the seventh angel sounded; and 
there were great voices in heaven, saying, The 
kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of 
our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever 
and ever.

The Kingdom Age was promised to Israel
Isa 7:14  Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a 
sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, 
and shall call his name Immanuel.
Isa 9:6  For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is 
given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: 
and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, 
The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of 
Peace.
Isa 9:7  Of the increase of his government and peace 
there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and 
upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with 
judgment and with justice from henceforth even for 
ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this.

Isa 1:26  And I will restore thy judges as at the first, 
and thy counsellors as at the beginning: afterward thou 
shalt be called, The city of righteousness, the faithful 
city.

Isa 4:2 ¶  In that day shall the branch of the LORD be 
beautiful and glorious, and the fruit of the earth shall 
be excellent and comely for them that are escaped of 
Israel.

Isa 11:1 ¶  And there shall come forth a rod out of the 
stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:

Isa 32:1 ¶  Behold, a king shall reign in righteousness, 
and princes shall rule in judgment....Isa 32:18  And my 
people shall dwell in a peaceable habitation, and in 
sure dwellings, and in quiet resting places;...Isa 33:17  
Thine eyes shall see the king in his beauty: 

Isa 33:20  Look upon Zion, the city of our solemnities: 
thine eyes shall see Jerusalem a quiet habitation, a 
tabernacle that shall not be taken down; not one of the 
stakes thereof shall ever be removed, neither shall any 
of the cords thereof be broken. 21  But there the 
glorious LORD will be unto us a place of broad rivers 
and streams;...Isa 33:22  For the LORD is our judge, 
the LORD is our lawgiver, the LORD is our king; he 
will save us.

Isa 35:9  No lion shall be there, nor any ravenous beast 
shall go up thereon, it shall not be found there; but the 
redeemed shall walk there:10 And the ransomed of the 
LORD shall return, and come to Zion with songs and 
everlasting joy upon their heads: they shall obtain joy 
and gladness, and sorrow and sighing shall flee away.



Isa 65:25  The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, 
and the lion shall eat straw like the bullock: and dust 
shall be the serpent’s meat. They shall not hurt nor 
destroy in all my holy mountain, saith the LORD.

Jer 23:5  Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that 
I will raise unto David a righteous Branch, and a King 
shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment 
and justice in the earth.
Jer 23:6  In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel 
shall dwell safely: and this is his name whereby he 
shall be called, THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS.

Eze 11:17  Therefore say, Thus saith the Lord GOD; I 
will even gather you from the people, and assemble 
you out of the countries where ye have been scattered, 
and I will give you the land of Israel.... Eze 34:23  And 
I will set up one shepherd over them, and he shall feed 
them, even my servant David; 

Da 7:9 ¶  I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and 
the Ancient of days did sit, whose garment was white 
as snow, and the hair of his head like the pure wool: his 
throne was like the fiery flame, and his wheels as 
burning fire.

Ho 3:4  For the children of Israel shall abide many 
days without a king, and without a prince, and without 
a sacrifice, and without an image, and without an 
ephod, and without teraphim: 5  Afterward shall the 
children of Israel return, and seek the LORD their God, 
and David their king; and shall fear the LORD and his 
goodness in the latter days.

Joe 3:16  The LORD also shall roar out of Zion, and 
utter his voice from Jerusalem; and the heavens and the 
earth shall shake: but the LORD will be the hope of his 
people, and the strength of the children of Israel. 17  
So shall ye know that I am the LORD your God 
dwelling in Zion, my holy mountain: then shall 
Jerusalem be holy, and there shall no strangers pass 
through her any more.

Am 9:11 ¶  In that day will I raise up the tabernacle of 
David that is fallen, and close up the breaches thereof; 
and I will raise up his ruins, and I will build it as in the 
days of old:

Mic 4:1 ¶  But in the last days it shall come to pass, 
that the mountain of the house of the LORD shall be 

established in the top of the mountains, and it shall be 
exalted above the hills; and people shall flow unto it.

Zep 3:14 ¶  Sing, O daughter of Zion; shout, O Israel; 
be glad and rejoice with all the heart, O daughter of 
Jerusalem. 15  The LORD hath taken away thy 
judgments, he hath cast out thine enemy: the king of 
Israel, even the LORD, is in the midst of thee: thou 
shalt not see evil any more.

Zec 6:12  And speak unto him, saying, Thus speaketh 
the LORD of hosts, saying, Behold the man whose 
name is The BRANCH; and he shall grow up out of his 
place, and he shall build the temple of the LORD: 6:13 
... and shall sit and rule upon his throne; and he shall 
be a priest upon his throne: and the counsel of peace 
shall be between them both.

The King of Israel Came

Lu 1:31  And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy 
womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name 
JESUS. 32  He shall be great, and shall be called the 
Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto 
him the throne of his father David: 33  And he shall 
reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his 
kingdom there shall be no end.

Mt 2:2  Saying, Where is he that is born King of the 
Jews? for we have seen his star in the east, and are 
come to worship him.... Mt 2:6  And thou Bethlehem, 
in the land of Juda, art not the least among the princes 
of Juda: for out of thee shall come a Governor, that 
shall rule my people Israel.

Mt 3:2  And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of 
heaven is at hand.
Mt 4:8  Again, the devil taketh him up into an 
exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the 
kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them;... Mt 
4:17  From that time Jesus began to preach, and to say, 
Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.... Mt 
4:23 ¶  And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in 
their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the 
kingdom, 

Mt 5:3 ¶  Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the 
kingdom of heaven.
Mt 6:10  Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in 
earth, as it is in heaven.



Mt 6:33  But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his 
righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto 
you.

Kingdom Refused
Lu 19:14  But his citizens hated him, and sent a 
message after him, saying, We will not have this man 
to reign over us.

Mt 7:21 ¶  Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, 
Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he 
that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.

Mt 10:7  And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of 
heaven is at hand.

Mt 13:24 ¶  Another parable put he forth unto them, 
saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man 
which sowed good seed in his field:... his enemy came 
and sowed tares...
Mt 13:31  Another parable put he forth unto them, 
saying, The kingdom of heaven is like to a grain of 
mustard seed,
Mt 13:33  Another parable spake he unto them; The 
kingdom of heaven is like unto leaven,...
Mt 13:44 ¶  Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto 
treasure hid in a field; ...
Mt 13:45  Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a 
merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:...
Mt 13:47  Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a 
net, that was cast into the sea, …

Mt 16:28  Verily I say unto you, There be some 
standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they 
see the Son of man coming in his kingdom.... Mt 17:2  
And was transfigured before them: and his face did 
shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light. 
3  And, behold, there appeared unto them Moses and 
Elias talking with him.

Mt 18:1 ¶  At the same time came the disciples unto 
Jesus, saying, Who is the greatest in the kingdom of 
heaven?

Mt 20:1 ¶  For the kingdom of heaven is like unto a 
man that is an householder, which went out early in the 
morning to hire labourers into his vineyard.

Mt 21:43  Therefore say I unto you, The kingdom of 
God shall be taken from you, and given to a nation 
bringing forth the fruits thereof.

Mt 25:1 ¶  Then shall the kingdom of heaven be 
likened unto ten virgins,...
Mt 25:14 ¶  For the kingdom of heaven is as a man 
travelling into a far country,...

Mt 25:31 ¶  When the Son of man shall come in his 
glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit 
upon the throne of his glory:
Mt 25:32  And before him shall be gathered all nations: 
and he shall separate them one from another, as a 
shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: … For I 
was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, 
and ye gave me no drink:...

Ac 1:6 ¶  When they therefore were come together, 
they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt thou at this time 
restore again the kingdom to Israel?

Acts 2:29  Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto 
you of the patriarch David, ... that of the fruit of his 
loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ 
to sit on his throne; 31  He seeing this before spake of 
the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in 
hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.

Ac 15:14  Simeon hath declared how God at the first 
did visit the Gentiles, to take out of them a people for 
his name....16  After this I will return, and will build 
again the tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; 
and I will build again the ruins thereof, and I will set it 
up:

Re 3:21  To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with 
me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set 
down with my Father in his throne.

Re 5:1 ¶  And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on 
the throne a book written within and on the backside, 
sealed with seven seals.

Re 19:16  And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a 
name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF 
LORDS.

1Co 15:24  Then cometh the end, when he shall have 
delivered up the kingdom to God, even the Father; 
when he shall have put down all rule and all authority 
and power.
